The ErUM-Data-Hub will be active for the other PI’s, those who are not yet informed sufficiently,
those who are looking for application partners for their topic. The ErUM Data Hub will conduct
surveys, organize round tables with keynote talks (virtual and on-site in Aachen), and provide email
contacts.

DIG-UM nomination topic group chairs & deputies

We need to nominate three positions in the topic groups “research data management” (1 position
filled, 1 still open) and “federated infrastructures” (1 position almost filled). The Digitization Board
continues to work on the last missing nomination, then ask for endorsement by the Overview Board.
